3. Follow rules of medical ethics.

4. Demonstrate appropriate communication, clinical and practical skills.

5. Show appropriate attitudes and professionalism.

6. Be prepared for lifelong learning.

7. Be able to engage in post- graduate and research studies.

8. Acquire basic administrative capabilities.
